The deadline for nominations is the first Tuesday in May, which is May 7th.  Elections will take place at Station #1, on the fourth Saturday in June, which is June 22nd, from 11:00 A.M. to 2:00 P.M. 
Change of Date of July Board Meeting – The date of the July Board meeting, scheduled for Wednesday, July 10, 2013, will be changed to Tuesday, July 30, 2013, per the request of the Board.
